Scenario

You are a technician working for a small IT company that supports small businesses in the local area. One of the regular customers has asked your company to select and install their first server. This will be used for email, print and file serving. It is to be connected to their broadband and has to support 10 desktop PCs and 2 printers. 
The customer is familiar with desktop PCs and their components, but not servers.

Task One (1.1)
Create an illustrated guide describing the features and functions of hardware components to be found inside the server you have designed. The guide should include pictures, specification and price of each component you have chosen. Furthermore you should provide technical information as to why you chose some of the devices you included in your design. Your design must include the following:
- CPU
- Motherboard that incorporates QPI Quick Path Interconnection or UltraPath Interconnect
- Computer Memory (RAM)
- Backing Store (Hard Drives - RAID)
- Internal Solid-state Storage
- Power Supply/PSU
- Cooling (Fans & Heat sinks)
- Specialist Cards (Network)
- Peripherals (Input and output devices)




Task Two (1.2)
Create a document that outlines and illustrates the basic functions of server operating systems. 
Explain the differences between a GUI and a CLI and where you might use either when operating a server. 

Task Three (1.3)
Create a table that gives details about the following ‘Windows’ software utilities and functions and why you would use them; Disk clean up, defrag, Disk manager (provide detail both on the utility and the formatting process that can be performed with this utility), Windows Defender, Windows firewall and Internet options.
